Three Pillars, Free Market Principles, and Future Impact
The first paragraph of your essay should be a brief introduction. This is a personal reflection essay, and you are allowed to use first person. In the introduction, you will introduce the topics and provide a strong thesis statement outlining the key points that will be covered in your essay. The thesis statement should be the last one to two sentences of the introduction paragraph. Something like this would be appropriate for a thesis statement, but you should reword this into your own thoughts: This essay will discuss the implications that servant leadership, entrepreneurship, ethics, and free market principles have had on my industry, as well as how I will integrate these principles into my vision, my future business practices, and how I will use them to impact the greater good of my community.
Implications on Industry
Discuss the implications that servant leadership, entrepreneurship, ethics, and free market principles have had on the industry or career field that you selected earlier in the course. Ensure that you address each of these four areas (servant leadership, entrepreneurship, ethics, and free market principles) in this section with specific information. Include supporting in-text citations from at least one peer-reviewed journal article published within the past five years (you are welcome to use resources from your Reference List and Concepts Map assignments, assuming they meet the criteria). Here are additional tips that you can apply throughout this essay: Make sure that all information from any source includes a citation, even if it is paraphrased and from the same source as a previous sentence. To avoid repetitive citations, include a citation with the first sentence of paraphrased information and ensure that your next sentences clearly imply that your information is from the same source by including words like "in the article" or "in the author's research." Then if you have a thought of your own or have information not related to the article, reintroduce the citation back into the paragraph if you use information from the article again at a later point. Including one citation at the end of a paragraph will not meet this requirement. If you are in doubt, cite it! Avoid using direct quotes in most situations. Instructors want to see how you understand and communicate information from your research. While you can use first person in this essay, you need to avoid using second person in academic writing, including this essay. Finally proofread, proofread, proofread! Make sure your syntax and writing style coincides with a graduate level essay.
Integration in Vision
Discuss how you will integrate these four principles into your vision for your future career or industry. Each area—servant leadership, entrepreneurship, ethics, and free market principles—should be discussed in detail in this section as it relates to your vision. Include supporting in-text citations from at least one peer-reviewed journal article published within the past five years (you are welcome to use resources from your Reference List and Concepts Map assignments, assuming they meet the criteria).
Integration in Business Practice
Discuss how you will integrate these principles (servant leadership, entrepreneurship, ethics, and free market principles) into your future business practices. Provide specific examples and support your ideas with cited research. Include supporting in-text citations from at least one peer-reviewed journal article published within the past five years (you are welcome to use resources from your Reference List and Concepts Map assignments, assuming they meet the criteria).
Three Pillars, Free Market Principles, and Personal Impact on the Greater Social Good
In this section, you will describe your personal perspective on how the three pillars and free market principles will enable you to meet the greater social good. Include supporting in-text citations from at least one peer-reviewed journal article published within the past five years. 
Conclusion 
Make sure that you always include a conclusion. The conclusion should be at least 3-5 sentences and summarize what you discussed in your essay. Remember, this is not a restatement of the introduction paragraph.
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
